Wribing Guidelines

The piece of writing must communicate the Summer Library Program Theme of water.
The writing could be poetry, a short story, essay, etc.

All entries must be typed or submitted digitally.

Entries must be the newly created original work of entrant. Do not submit someone else’s
work under your name; that is plagiarism, and that is illegal.

You may submit up to three entries.
Each entry must have the following information:
o Your name
o Your address
o Age
Submissions must be 1,000 words or less.
Entries will be returned.
Entries will be accepted at Madrid Hepburn Library between July 5 and August 13.

The entry cannot have unintelligible wording, obscene or offensive language.

Open only to people participating in the “Make a Splash/ Make Waves” library program.
